RENUNCIATION OF INDIAN CITIZENSHIP AND SURRENDER OF INDIAN PASSPORTS

a) These rules regarding obtaining surrender certificate would be applicable to those
Indian citizens who have acquired foreign nationality after 31st May 2010. A fee of
A$275 would be applicable.

b) Those Indian citizens who have acquired foreign nationality on or before 31st May
2010 are required to have their Indian passport cancelled if not cancelled earlier. For
cancelling Indian passport there is a fee of A$27. An endorsement would be made on
cancelled Indian passport saying that the holder has acquired foreign nationality. The
cancelled passport would be returned to the holder.

c) Rules regarding imposition of penalty would be applicable to those Indian passport
holders who became foreign citizens and have not surrendered/cancelled /used their
Indian passport after 1.1.2005.
