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At the ‘top-end’ - By Kuntala Lahiri-Dutt 

From Cairns, we, David, Ovi and Kuntala, took off  in a rented car to Cape Tribula-
tion to check out the ‘top-end’ of  Australia. The road is along the coast through 
the Daintree forest, and some spectacular twists and turns as well as interesting 
road signs in this ‘cattle country’ and enormously long ‘road trains’. Next day, back 
in Cairns, we started our ‘westward ho’, first a quick dekko at the curtain tree near 
Atherton then to Innot hot springs to soothe our aching joints (or at least, David’s) 
then to the Undara lava tubes formed by (geologically) recent volcanic eruption 
where we stayed the night.. From there, we continued westward into the old gold 
(and tin mining) rush areas of  Croydon. Here the first history of  ‘multicultural 
Australia’ was being written by Chinese immigrants trying to get a foothold in gold 
rush towns and Afghan-Indian cameleers who were ‘opening’ up these lands. 

The area below the Gulf  is generally known as ‘Savannah lands’ of  Australia, bor-
dered to the south by the ‘channel country’ the origin of  floodwaters that may stay 
on for weeks and get to Lake Eyre.

We ended up in Normanton, almost on the coast of  the Gulf  of  Carpentaria, 
where we went to watch the sunset in Karumba. From there, we went towards the 
Burke & Willis’ most northerly camp, from which they set out for the Gulf  but the 
mangrove terrain beat them. As is well-known,  they returned back south only to 
miss their support who had been waiting for 5 months at Cooper Creek and had  
left just nine hours before their return, causing them to die in 1861. We went to 
Mount Isa, the active copper mining-smelting town, from where David had sent 
me a post-card many years ago. 

The trip back started from there, largely following the Dinosaur trail where innu-
merable marine dinosaur fossils have been popping up in Richmond and Hughen-
don. Altogether, it was nearly 3,000 kilometres, 12 days and terrific fun.
